There are many times that you will have to travel by
yourself and if that occurs don't go trekking off by yourself
into unknown parts of your destination area without a
guide.

Prior to leaving for your destination, go to the local library
or research online to learn how you will be able to explore
the new area you are in with guides, tour buses, or other
people who are travelling.
